Course Description

This course, taught in English, aims at enhancing students’ understanding of the relationship between China and globalization based on China's social, economic, cultural and educational realities. Students will explore the opportunities and challenges China is facing in the process of globalization, as well as China's influence and role in globalization and global governance. The course integrates lectures, discussions, video-watching, case analysis, group project and other teaching forms. Through online and offline hybrid teaching methods, students can improve their cross-cultural ability and global literacy, as well as their ability to think critically and learn collaboratively.
